It was great to see the small engine area fill up with exhibits. We heard a lot of positive comments about the change to Thursday, Friday & Saturday, and changing our weekend away from the county fair.  We had a good tear-down crew on Sunday morning & were able to finish up by about noon.

For first-time volunteers at set-up/tear down, at the gate, on the shuttles, and at registration – thanks for getting involved. We really appreciate your willingness to help.

Election of Officers: The Election of Directors and Officers was held at the September 11 General Meeting. Directors were elected. Directors Doug Miller, Tony Haan, Joe Oliver, & Peggy Bryant were re-elected to a three year term. Louis Cassens was also elected as Director. The following Officers were elected President - Tim Young, Vice President – Shane Kerkhove, Secretary – Doug Miller, Treasurer – Peggy Bryant. 
2012 Feature: We will be featuring Graham Bradley tractors, as well as other “short line” tractors & equipment. All makes & models of gas engines are welcome.  Short lines include those manufacturers with a relatively short period of production – some examples might include Silver King, Townsend, Indiana, Sheppard, Custom, Wards, Eagle, Huber, Russell, Cletrac, Corbitt, Long, Gibson, Rumely, Bates, Monarch, Wallis, and Lauson. 
2011 Financial Report: The Association’s 2011 financial report is attached to the newsletter for your review. At the September General Meeting, members voted to deposit $2,000 to a CD.

There were 24 Minneapolis Moline tractors displayed.

We had a total of 23 exhibitors who had not previously participated in our show. Most of these (10) were IHC exhibitors. There were also 8 new gas engine exhibitors, 3 new John Deere & 3 new Minneapolis exhibitors, and smaller numbers of new Massey, Case & Allis exhibitors (as well as other brands of tractors). 
The Winners Are… There was stiff competition in the skillet toss, with 26 ladies competing for the trophies. 
In the Tractor Skills contests, Kevin Killian won the Garden Tractor Slow Race on his Cub Cadet. Caleb Mean won the Slow Race on his Massey Harris 44. David Hobbs won the Pole and Cable contest and the Tennis Ball Drop on his Minneapolis UTS. Jade Anthrop (on his John Deere B) beat the competition in the Hitch & Egg Test. Steve Butram indicated that a wagon backing contest might be added to the games next year. 
Approximately 55 youngsters participated in the Kiddie Tractor Pull.
Current Membership: As of 9/23/11, the Association has 137 adult members, 66 lifetime members and 18 junior members. Welcome to our 21 new members this year.
